While at UMKC he went on development leave to work in Racal Data Group in Florida for a year. His research interests are cryptography, network security and wireless communication security. He has published number of papers on digital signature design and applications, wireless and network security. He has written two books on Security. During 2003-2009, he has given summer lectures at the Graduate School of Chinese Academy of Science, Beijing.
